2. Study Period and Application Requirements
(1) Study Period

1 academic semester OR 1 academic year
(2) Eligibility for Application

At the time of application and throughout the study period at FPU, the applicant must

hold the status of a regular student at a partner university with which FPU has

concluded an agreement concerning student exchange.

X Exchange students need to keep the regular student status at their home
universities throughout the period of study at FPU. For example, by graduating or
leaving from a partner university, an exchange student’s study in FPU shall cease at
that point.

In principle, exchange students have passed the JLPT N2 or higher, or equivalent

Japanese language test.

7 . Subjects and Course Registration

(1) About subjects
- Nearly all subjects are taught in Japanese.

- Subject periods are 90 minutes each.

(2) Regarding the number of subject hours that must be taken each week

- Under Japanese law, exchange students must attend subjects for at least 10 hours per
week.

- Therefore, exchange students must attend at least 7 subjects per week.

- Furthermore, exchange students must take more than 3 major subjects.

8. Dormitory and living expenses
(1) About the dormitory

Exchange students move into the accommodation leased by FPU.

The room is for one person and features a bath, toilet, bed, furniture, electrical
appliances, and Wi-Fi. Please refer to the attached document for details of the
equipment.

The monthly rent paid by exchange students is JPY23,300, inclusive of water charges.

Furthermore, this amount represents the sum provided by the FPU in cases where it
offers financial assistance.

(2) Monthly living expenses

The estimated monthly living expenses are at least JPY90,000.

(3) Insurance that exchange students are required to join.
Before arriving in Japan, please obtain insurance that provides adequate
coverage for liability claims. If you do not obtain such insurance, you will be required
to subscribe to the insurance plan designated by the university.

National Health Insurance (Premium: Annual amount approx. JPY20,000)
Foreign nationals staying in Japan for more than three months are required to enroll.

Additionally, prior to arrival in Japan, you must take out insurance that provides
sufficient cover for medical treatment costs incurred during your stay in Japan due to
illness or injury.
Personal Accident Insurance for Students Pursuing Education and Research (Gakkensai)
Enrollment is required to receive compensation in the event of an accident during
classes, extracurricular activities, or while commuting to and from the university.
(Premium: JPY1,340)
(4) About Tutors
International students unfamiliar with life in Japan can receive support from Japanese
students through a student support scheme.
(5) Temporary return to the exchange student's home country
Please refrain from unauthorized temporary returns to your home country during your
period of acceptance at this university. You must always notify the International Centre
Office (International and Study Abroad Support Section) in advance.
